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Hospitality: a Treasure of our Catholic Tradition  
Last month, we had a ñWelcome Back Weekend.ò as we recognized many return-
ing from summer weekends at the lake and as a new school and program year 
began. It really was an opportunity to emphasize the importance of being a hospi-
table parish community so that any time someone comes in the door, whether it is 
every week or if it is the first time when an individual or family is looking for a spir-
itual home, each of us has an opportunity to welcome others as we would wel-
come Christ. This sense of hospitality is integral to our Catholic Christian tradition 
and is succinctly captured in the Rule of St. Benedict which states, ñLet all guests 

who arrive be received like Christ, for He is going to say, óI came as a guest, and you received Me.ô ò 

At a time when division is so apparent in our communities, in our nation, and in our world, a proper sense of 
welcome and hospitality is greatly needed and each of us has an important part to play. It only takes look-
ing at Scripture and tradition to see where the foundations of a Catholic sense of hospitality comes from.  

In Genesis and throughout the Old Testament, God is praised and glorified as a host for all humanity as he 
provides food for all and calls for a particular care for the alienated 
and down-trodden. God is understood as a host to the covenant 
people of Israel. In particular passages, God is seen as a guest and 
therefore violations of hospitality in the ancient world were taken to 
be a grave sin. 

The Gospels and New Testament writings continue that deep sense of hospitality in stories such as Jesusô 
respect at the Wedding of Cana, to Mary and Marthaôs warm reception of Jesus, to the miracles of the 

loaves and fishes and in Jesusô openness toward children and the crowds who would flock toward him.  
There are many references to the responsibility of being attentive to the special needs of widows and orphans, 
the poor and oppressed and those who are in prison.  

Throughout history, monasteries and convents were designed around hospitality. They  
developed special ministries for the care of prisoners, slaves, those caught in battle, and 
the sick and the dying. Hospitals and many towns and villages were formed on the founda-
tion and treasure of a Catholic tradition of hospitality. 

We here at St. Vincent de Paul parish have an opportunity to continue to build off of this 
treasure of our Catholic tradition. Over the last couple of years, our own evaluation and 
planning activities echo what has been found true in other parishes around the Archdio-

cese and country. When discussing the values and virtues of a parish, being hospitable and creating an envi-
ronment where people experience a sense of belonging are almost always among the most important aspects 
for keeping a parish a relevant, vibrant and vital part of peopleôs lives.  

Here at St. Vincentôs, let us carry on that proud, beautiful, and often heroic  
tradition of Christian hospitality. It all starts with an openness, an attitude and a 
strong commitment to be hospitable. May we greet others in warmth and kind-
ness, and like those in the generations before us, may we always see the face of 
Christ in those who come into our doors, who sit and stand with us in prayer,  
who gather in fellowship, and who serve others as fellow disciples of Jesus Christ.

PRE-BAPTISM SESSION 

Baptisms for infants and young 
children under the age of seven 
are on the first and third Sundays 
of each month at 12:30 PM. 
Parents are always encouraged to attend the Pre-Baptism 
Session, which is required if it has been five years or 
longer since last attended. The Pre-Baptism Session is 
usually held on the first Tuesday of every month from 7-
8:30 PM, in the Community Room. (Note: moved to the 
second Tuesday this month as the first Tuesday is a Holy Day. ) 

Our next session is on Tuesday, Nov. 8. Registration is 
required for this session at the Parish Office (763-425-
2210) and babysitting is not available. It is recommended 
that you attend the session before the birth of your child. 
Keep in mind that godparents must be practicing Catholics 
who are confirmed, one male and one female, and at least 
sixteen years of age.
